The theme for the week is “Evolving Economic Realities”. In light of this, we will work on site to construct an energy star rated and handicap accessible home for a local family. The project cost is estimated at around $60,000, with construction materials being the largest cost of the event. Without help from gracious supporters, like you, a housing construction project will not be possible. Thus, I am asking for your help to make this event happen. 

There is a great need for affordable housing in Springfield. Some experts estimate it will take 4,000 houses to eliminate poverty housing in Springfield. Together, we can reach that goal. Since its founding in 1988, students from the MSU Chapter have participated in the building of more than 60 Habitat houses throughout the Mid-west. Since 1999, the Chapter has arranged the funding and built ten Habitat houses in Springfield. The driving force behind the MSU Habitat Chapter is our student volunteers and financial supporters who want to make a positive difference in the world. With help from supporters, Missouri State University and Habitat for Humanity are determined to make this build happen for our students in 2009.
